Birmingham’s Public Art is a brand new book which explores the amazing public art all around the city. The book is the work of Jonathan berg, a Birmingham based photographer and writer whose book Positively Birmingham has been a  bestseller since the 1990s.

From the eye of Ozzy the bull on the front cover the books explodes with images of public art all around the city. Early memorial and commemorative art from our forefathers is well represented. Moving on, the work of William Bloye which can be seen all over today’s city fills a chapter.

The 1960s was a time of rebuilding and while many of those buildings have now gone, the public art to an extent remains. The regeneration projects of the 1990s saw Centenary and Victoria Square projects transformed along with the new Bullring shopping centre, and a renewed emphasis on public art. In today’s city the use of public art to express our modern lives is seen with projects coming from many different directions. 

Jonathan Berg set about producing a book where he says he wants the photos to ‘”jump off the page”. The book has taken two years research, write and photograph. The book makes strong positive statements about today’s city. 
Speaking about the book Jonathan says: “We need to hit back in a positive way at the those who are having fun reporting current issues in our city. This book does that in bucket loads”.

Birmingham Picture Library was founded by Jonathan and Barbara Berg in 1990. In 1994 Positively Birmingham was published and has sold out 5th editions. Discovering Birmingham was published in 1995 and remains the key guide to the city, used by tourists and others. Invention & Design; Elkington of Birmingham was published in 2021 and tells a story of Jewellery Quarter entrepreneurship.

Jonathan Berg came to live in Birmingham in 1978 to study and ultimately became Pathology Director of SWBH NHS Trust and an honorary professor at the University of Birmingham. Jonathan set up Positively Birmingham Walking Tours in 2016  providing public and private tours of the city and with a proportion of turnover donated to the Birmingham based charity Sifa Fireside.
